Since the program's start in 2019, Unite
has enrolled 97 scholars. 

Unite scholars come from some of the
most remote and impoverished areas of
Tanzania. Many are orphaned or living
with one parent or grandparent. All are
exceptionally bright and demonstrate
great aptitude and leadership potential. 

All Unite Scholars are paired with a
mentor who works closely with them
throughout their higher secondary
education, university, and beyond. Each
student is trained in Unite’s soft skills
and professional development curricula
and is provided with extensive paid
internship work opportunities.

To date, we have had 5 graduates, all of
whom are working in Tanzania: one is a
doctor, one is employed at a bank, one at
the Unite Food Program, and two are
engaged in agribusiness. 

Currently, we have 36 Unite Scholars in
university and 34 in higher secondary
government schools across Tanzania. In
February 2024, we enrolled another class
of 22 scholars who will begin their A
Levels in July.

THE UNITE CLUB PROGRAM 

Currently, we operate Unite Clubs in eight schools across Tanzania, one in
Malawi, three in Nigeria, and four in Northern Uganda. We have reached more
than 3,000 students and continue to expand through new partnerships with
secondary schools, nonprofit organizations, and universities across Africa.
