THE CHALLENGE:

•	 Sub-Saharan Africa has the largest number

with nearly 9 out of 10 between the ages  

of ~6 and 14 not meeting minimum proficiency levels. 

•	 In Tanzania, of those who complete primary education,  
only 10% each year continue on to secondary school  
(equivilent of middle & high school in America).
